Effective January 16, 2026, the El Segundo Fire Department will discontinue the 
use of Brycer’s The Compliance Engine for tracking service records related to fire 
life safety systems. 
 
Compliance for all fire life safety systems will be verified through the Fire 
Department’s annual inspection process. While service reports may still be 
requested for review by the Fire Department, they are no longer required to be 
uploaded to or maintained within Brycer’s The Compliance Engine. Any attempts 
to upload service reports to the platform will be unsuccessful. 
 
All fire life safety systems must continue to be maintained in accordance with 
applicable codes and standards. Required documentation must be available for 
review at the time of inspection.
